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The Leadership Education and Development (LEAD) Program is a non-credit certificate program dedicated to 
developing students to become effective leaders. Participants receive a co-curricular leadership certificate 

upon completion of the required workshops in personal and/or organizational leadership. 

Summary Results 
 The mean or average overall GPA of LEAD Completors was 3.43. 

 65% of the LEAD Certificate completors were under 26 years of age when  they completed. 
 74% of the LEAD Completors have earned either a certificate or a degree from Mt. SAC. 
 38% of the LEAD Completors have received Bachelor's degrees. 

59% of the LEAD Certificate Completors identified as female.
