Purpose and Nature of the Club Event 

The Nightfall Astronomy Conference takes place in Borrego Springs, CA. This area of Southern California 

is known for its dark skies, which are essential for astronomical imaging. The city night sky is filled with light 

pollution, which makes it difficult for viewing astronomical objects, especially for imaging. Borrego Springs was 

the second location to be designated an International Dark Sky Community by the International Dark-Sky 

Association. The hotel/RV park where the Nightfall is held actually replaces all of their outside lights with red 

lights during this event to make it more dark-environment friendly. 

This conference attracts both amateur and professional astronomers. During the daytime, this 

conference includes presentations for how to use equipment, best astronomical targets for viewing, and how to 

process images. During the nighttime, astronomers set up their own equipment, and many of them allow other 

visitors to look through the telescopes. 

We would like the opportunity to attend the Nightfall conference for the students in the Mt. SAC 

Astronomical Society (the Astronomy Club). Many of the astronomers that attend this event are quite 

knowledgeable about the objects they're viewing, and are eager to share with others. Not only does this event 

give the students access to large telescopes in an incredible dark sky area, but we will also be bringing some of 

our campus-owned telescopes for the students to work with. The students will learn how to set up a telescope, 

navigate the night sky, and record images. Because of the expert astronomers and the sky conditions, this 

opportunity allows the students to truly experience astronomy in a way that's not possible from the city. 

The Nightfall site (Palm Canyon RV Resort) has a several RV spots that are ideal for tent camping for the 

weekend of the conference. The Astronomical Society is asking for funding assistance from Associated Students 

for this trip to help cover the cost of the site and meals. We will be requesting the use of campus vans so that 

there is no additional transportation cost or financial hardship to the student drivers. We are very grateful for 

the possibility of campus support for this event.
